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Welcome to the herbarium of Kulturen!

The enclosed Herb Garden was created in 1952 following a plan drawn up by the university
gardener, Axel Torje. He was inspired by medieval monastic gardens. That is why it has a
cross-shaped path dividing the garden into four quarters. Each quarter consists of three
smaller herb beds edged with stone. The herbs that grow here were used for medicinal
purposes, for cooking, and for religious or folk customs.

At the centre of the cross is a column from the Middle Ages which is also a fountain. The
water that fills the hexagonal basin symbolizes life.
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
